Personal information will not be shared with or provided to third parties, unless required by law or with the prior consent of the tenant.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF TENANCY
1. Purpose of use. The plot is to be used and enjoyed as an allotment/leisure garden for growing a normal selection of garden vegetables, fruit and flowers, for personal use and enjoyment of the tenant. The plot may not be used for individual trade or business. 

2. Nuisance. Tenants must not cause or permit any nuisance or annoyance to the occupier of any other plot or neighbouring property by their noise, behaviour or action. This also applies to any of their family members or guests attending the site. 
3. Noise. Noisy power tools such as strimmers should not be used before 8 a.m. or after 8 p.m.

4. Theft. Removal of crops, fruit or belongings from another tenant’s plot, without their permission, is theft and will lead to termination of the tenancy.

5. Subletting & Assignment. Subletting or assignment (transfer) of plots is not allowed.

6. Plot number. The plot must have its number clearly displayed. 

7. Cultivation. The plot must be productively cultivated in a clean and proper manner.

8. Paths. All paths surrounding the plot must be kept tidy, free from obstruction, and accessible. Grass paths at the front and rear of the plot must be trimmed for a width of at least 30cms/1 foot and the whole of the grass path to the left of the plot must be trimmed. 

9. Carpets. Carpets must not be used on plots or paths.

10. Trees. Planting of trees is not allowed, except fruit trees of a root stock size which should not exceed 7’ (2.1m) in height and should be in a position approved by the site committee.
11. Water. Hosepipes are not allowed. The water tanks are “dipping tanks” to fill watering cans and must not be used to clean tools, boots, crops etc. 

12. Rubbish & Weeds. All rubbish must be removed from the site. Dumping rubbish anywhere on the whole site is prohibited. Weeds must not to be left on paths or placed in skips or bins (when they are provided) but must be composted or removed from the site. 
13. Bonfires. Bonfires are only allowed during daylight hours from 1st October until 30th April.  They must be supervised at all times and not be a nuisance to other plot-holders or local residents. 

14. Barbecues. Barbecues are not permitted (unless the site committee is granted special permission by LBR).

15. Vehicles. Use of the main path by vehicles is not allowed except by arrangement with a site committee member. Cars may only be parked in the designated car park.

16. Dogs. Dogs are only allowed on the site at the discretion of the site committee, and if allowed must be kept under control at all times.
17. Children. Children are welcome but must be properly supervised and must not be allowed to trespass on other people’s plots or roam around the site. Riding their bikes around the site is also not permissible. The allotment site is not a playground. 
18. Sheds. Sheds are allowed, but the base must not exceed 7’x 5’ (2.1m x 1.5m). Prior approval of the site committee must be obtained before a shed is erected on the plot.

19. Temporary structures. Fruit cages, greenhouses (no glass) and poly tunnels are considered as temporary structures. They must not have concrete or similar foundations, must be maintained in good order and must not interfere with neighbouring plots. Written permission to erect any of these must be obtained from the site committee. 
20. Glass. Glass, in any form, is not permitted on site.  

21. Security & Safety. The security and safety of tools and other equipment and materials kept and used on the plot is the responsibility of the tenant. Please note that personal possessions are not covered by NHAHA’s insurance. You are required to lock the gate on entering and leaving the site.
22. Daylight use. The site is for use during daylight hours only. 

23. Common facilities. All tenants are entitled to use the common facilities of the site. These are maintained by volunteers and should be used responsibly.

24. Remedial work. The site committee reserves the right to cut down weeds on neglected plots and paths and to charge for this work at the current rate. 

25. Termination. On termination of the tenancy the tenant will make arrangements to remove from the site all rubbish and personal possessions such as crops, tools, sheds, cloches, cold frames and other temporary structures, unless with the agreement of the site committee they are sold to, or otherwise agreed to be transferred to, the new tenant or another plot-holder. The site committee will, at their discretion, dispose of any personal possessions remaining on the plot at the expiry of 21 days from the termination date.
